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JERSEY cricket is looking forward to its most important season to date as the membership of the International Cricket Council begins to bear fruit.  In order to be in the best possible position to exploit the new opportunities former England and Wales Cricket Board Development Officer Chris Minty has been re-employed by the Jersey Cricket Board under the new title of Director of Cricket. 'Previously the role of Development Officer really just involved cricketers up to the age of 18. The role of Director of Cricket encompasses all cricket in the Island,' Chris Minty explained. As a result, as well as continuing the  work of supporting the development of cricket programmes in Primary Schools and pushing ahead with plans to strengthen the links between Secondary Schools and Senior cricket by facilitating the NatWest Weekend Cricket League clubs each adopting an Island Secondary School. Chris Minty is also heavily involved in the Senior Island team's preparation for its debut in the European Cricket Council Division III  Championships in Glasgow in August and they are meeting   throughout the winter on a Sunday night under the guidance of Chris


Jones and Ryan Driver. ICC membership is already paying dividends on a number of levels, for example: Chris Minty recently attended an ECC Coaches Conference at Warwick University with representatives of 14 European countries. The ICC has provided a grant to support the women's cricket project in the Island and nets are being held every Wednesday at Grainville School. Mike Carpenter has been invited to stand as an umpire at the ECC Division III or Division II


championships in Glasgow. 





Cricket is no longer purely a summer sport and 105 young players attended coaching over the Christmas holidays.  The Spring coaching programme continued to be highly popular with all courses over-subscribed again.  Courses ran at Langford and Les Quennevais with 144 children taking part from Years 3 to 8.


Coaches have been pleased with the progress of the participants and it is hoped that many of these children will progress to club cricket in the future.  Many thanks to members of the Jersey Cricket Coaches Association for running the sessions.

Jersey have officially registered to enter their first competitions since becoming affiliate members of the ICC.  The senior Island side will play in the European Cricket Council European Division II Championship from 3rd to 9th August against France, Germany, Gibraltar, Israel, Norway, Greece and Guernsey.  In preparation for the exciting season ahead, the senior Island squad – based around the team who played in the inter-insular – began winter training on 8th January.


Jersey have also entered an under-17 team in the ECC European Division Championship to be held in Israel from 18th to 24th August.


This will feature teams including France, Belgium, Israel, Italy and Guernsey.


One of the immediate benefits of membership is that the ICC cover all external travel expenses, so for the teams travelling to Scotland and Israel there is only accommodation and travel costs within the destination country to be found.











Bookings are now being taken for Easter cricket coaching courses run in association with the Jersey Cricket Coaches Association.   


Players will work in small groups with qualified coaches and may use fielding and bowling machines (depending on age groups).  Cricket nets will also be in use.  Suitable sports clothing should be worn and children in Years 7 and 8 should bring bats and helmets if they have them.  Kit will be available if required.  


Courses take place between 19th and 21st April at Les Quennevais Sports Centre for Years 3 to 6 and from 18th to 21st April at Langford Sports Centres for Years 3 to 8.
