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SEMI-FINAL WIN OVER USA SECURES PROMOTION TO WCLA4

Jersey secured their place in the final — and with it a
berth in Division 4 of the World Cricket League — with a
magnificent 84-run victory over the USA at FB Fields.
In a match worthy of the final itself, watched by a crowd
of several hundred, the Jersey batsmen set an imposing
target of 220 for five, and then the attack strangled their
opponents with a fine display of seam bowling.

US opening bowlers Imran Awan and Khawaja Shuja
gave some justification for captain Steve Massiah’s
decision to bowl as they frequently beat the bat early on,
but Peter Gough and Steve Carlyon punished anything
loose and pressured the field with some excellent
running between the wickets. It was not until the 32nd
over that off-spinner Niraj Shah achieved the
breakthrough, and by that time the Jersey total had
reached 122 — the second century partnership registered
by Gough and Carlyon during the tournament. It was
Gough who was first to go, dancing down the pitch to
the spinner and being comprehensively stumped by
Roopnarine having made 65 off 110 balls, with four
boundaries. Carlyon followed 11 runs later, backing up
and being run out by a direct hit from Masood
Mohamed. His 45 came off 88 balls and included three
fours. Ryan Driver now joined skipper Matthew Hague,
and they put on 37 in eight overs, maintaining the
momentum despite Shah’s consistent spell. Imran was
eventually rewarded with Hague’s wicket when he was
bowled for 25. Imran had further success when he
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bowled Andy Dewhurst, and Cush got rid of
Robert Minty in the 47th over with the total on
187. This left Jersey with something to do, but
Driver and Jonathan Gough batted so
enterprisingly in the last three overs that they
added a further 33 runs, Driver finishing with 28
from 37 balls and Gough with 19 from 15.

The Americans needed to make a good start in
their reply, and began purposefully with Sushil
Nadkarni belting Driver for a massive six over
midwicket in the fifth over. Baker was out in
Chris Jones’s next over, brilliantly caught by Tony
Carlyon at second slip. Massiah got off the mark
with a straight six, but in Driver’s next Nadkarni
was trapped leg-before, leaving the USA on 31 for
two. Massiah followed two overs later, well
caught by keeper Bobby Minty, and it was 32 for
three. Driver and Jones were both bowling a great
line, and thoroughly deserved their wickets, while
the Americans were suddenly faced with a task
they had not previously encountered in the
tournament. Hague worked his way through the
lower order, finishing with five for 38. The end
came in the 39th over, with the total on 136.

It was a splendid disciplined performance from
Jersey who have earned promotion to World
Cricket League Division 4 in Tanzania in October.

“The team is confident but not
complacent at all. We’ve turned
up on every single day and beaten
whatever opposition is against us.
We’re getting better with every
game,” said Ryan Driver after
Jersey’s Semi-Final win.

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JERSEY RISE 5 PLACES IN WORLD CRICKET RANKINGS

Jersey’s fantastic performance in World Cricket League Division 5 has moved them up five places to 17"
in a rankings list for non-Test playing nations. They now share this spot with tournament winners
Afghanistan with both teams two points behind Tanzania. The list, published by CricketEurope, gives the
rankings for ICC Associate and Affiliate nations, with Kenya at Number 1 ahead of the Netherlands and
Ireland. Three Jersey players also made CricketEurope’s Team of the Tournament — Peter Gough, Mathew
Hague and Ryan Driver. CricketEurope also cited Jersey as being ‘the best team in the event’ despite
Afghanistan beating them in the final. Countries competing in World Cricket League Division 4 in
October 2008 are Jersey, Afghanistan, Italy, Tanzania, Hong Kong and Fiji.

A MILLION REASONS TO CHECK OUT WCLS WEBSITE

The official website of the ICC World Cricket League
Division 5 (WCL Div 5) tournament, held in Jersey
has confirmed the presence of a huge interest in
international cricket beyond the boundaries of the Test
and ODI arenas.

Located at www.iccworldcricketleague.com, the
website was run in conjunction with CricketEurope
and Jersey Cricket and it proved to be an enormous
success attracting more than 1,400,000 page
impressions in the 10-day period from midnight on 22
May up until the same time on 1 June. This figure
does not include visitor-initiated refreshes of live
scoreboard or commentary pages and on average,
10,381 individual visitors (different URLs) were
attracted to the site each day. “This is a very
encouraging sign for Associate and Affiliate cricket,”
said ICC Global Development Manager Matthew

Kennedy. “It shows that there is a significant level
of interest for the sport all over the world and not
just in countries where they play Test cricket. This
tournament in Jersey was the fifth division in a
global tournament that will bring events to
Tanzania (Division 4) and Argentina (Division 3)
before the ICC Cricket World Cup Qualifier
(incorporating Divisions 1 and 2) in the UAE next
year. The popularity of event websites such as this
shows us that the development of cricket around
the world is working and that more people than
ever before are playing and taking an interest in
the game,” said Mr Kennedy.
